The artists’ applications will be selected based on the
following criteria: 1. Artistic Excellence 2. Artistic Vision/Mission and its connectivity with people of color 3. Subject matter relevant to
women/womyn identifying people of color. Artists will be notified by January 4, 2019. If chosen, artists will sign a letter of agreement and pay
a $50 non-refundable production fee through Venmo to confirm her participation in the dance festival. Participating artists will receive free
photos and a video of the performance piece, as well as an allocated tech/dress time, four lighting cues, free admission to the Me/We
workshop on February 27-28, 2019 6-9 PM and exposure through advertising/marketing.
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
