In the early 1990s she served as associate director of Jacob's Pillow, where she directed
intensives in improvisation. The former editor in chief of Dance Magazine, Wendy has also written for The New York Times, The Village Voice,
Contact Quarterly, Dance Europe, and vanityfair.com. Currently, as editor at large of Dance Magazine, she continues her online series of
interviews, Choreography in Focus.
