Triskelion Arts is pleased to present new work by Tetsuro Fukuhara and Vangeline, representing the second and third generations of Butoh, a
physical symbol of evolution— teacher to student, man to woman, past to future. For this collaboration, the artists work together to share their
art-making practices to create new work.

Developed in post-World War II Japan, the
minimalist avant-garde dance form has grown, evolved, and travelled worldwide; Butoh is taught and performed across the United States, in
Europe, Africa, and Latin America. While the form has its roots in Japan, there are Butoh artists of all cultures, backgrounds, and ethnicities
continuing its legacy into the 21st century.
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
