DEVELOPMENT INTERN
The Development Intern assists the Development Manager with tasks that vary by season (including support for grant deadlines, end-of-year
giving, gala, Artist Advisory Council and Board) and is responsible for entering donations into the database, assisting with program tracking,
taking minutes at various meetings and grant/artist opportunity research. Additionally, the ideal candidate possesses a strong interest in
engaging contemporary and experimental dance and/or performance work through language. Experience with Mac software, Word, Excel and
Filemaker strongly encouraged.

FINANCE AND OPERATIONS INTERN
The Finance and Operations Intern works closely with the Operations Manager on matters related to the day-to-day operations of the
organization. This includes bookkeeping, bank deposits, artist contract preparation, IT, database and facilities maintenance. This position
provides interns with hands-on experience in arts non-profit administration. Candidates should have strong organizational skills, attention to
detail and excellent email etiquette.

STUDIO COORDINATOR INTERNSHIPS

CRITICAL CORRESPONDENCE INTERNSHIP
