The short run begins at the HSA Theatre, one of the few
black box theatres in New York, beginning on May 17-19 (Friday, Saturday @7pm and Sunday @3pm).

This production is a part of the HSA Music Department and the new Musical Theatre program, that offers acting students a rich experience by
addressing the fundamentals of musical theatre. Simple pitch recognition, breathing techniques, vocal projection, storytelling, and feamwork
are the main focus of the program, as well as the exploration of the importance of ensemble performance through show tunes, simple
theatrical movement and choreography.
