The IRA Rollover provision expired in December of
2007 but was reinstated through December 2009. Without this provision, individuals who make charitable gifts from their retirement accounts
would have to withdraw funds and freat them as taxable income, reducing the amount available for donation to charity. The IRA Rollover has
proven to spur millions of dollars in new charitable gifts fo nonprofit organizations of all kinds.
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
