Kassa, a farmer's dance from the Malinke people of Guinea, West African and Gumbe, a fisherman's dance from Sierra Leone and Guinea,
West Africa.

4:00 p.m. to 4:45 p.m. - The renowned Shola James will teach a high-powered, fast-paced traditional West African dance class from the Old
Malian Empire.

5:00 p.m. to 5:45 p.m. - Award Winning Dancer Reverend Nafisa Sharriff will teach a Sunnu dance class - a playful, flirtatious dance between
men and women from the Bambara people of Mali, West Africa.
